Tips on How to Research a Health Career

1.  Observe:  Learn about occupations by Observing people at work and study.  Watch career films and videos.

2.  Listen: Interview People in occupations related to your interests.  Talk to family, friends, relatives and neighbors about their careers.

3.  Write: Write or email professional associations to get more information about occupations.  Write or email schools about programs of study, degree programs, scholarships, and financial aid.

4.  Read: Read as much as you can about occupations you are interested in.  Look up careers on the internet.  Check out the Wisconsin Health Careers Web Site at www.wihealthcareers.org 

5.  Try Out:  Learn about yourself by doing various activities.  Attend local health career fairs and health career camps.  Learn from positive and negative experiences.  If you don’t try it you won’t know if you like it.

6.  Visit:  Job shadow an occupation.  Tour health care work places.  Volunteer at health care organizations.
